· Although Norman Tindale used the term ‘tribe’ to describe Aboriginal groups, this term is no longer used. Aboriginal groups are now described as clans or groups.

· Place names or geographic place names identify the geographical places and natural features of the landscape. These places include cities, towns, streets, parks, reserves and trails.

· The use of Aboriginal names provides a strong connection to our indigenous heritage and acknowledges Indigenous culture. Some names may not always be strictly accurate due to unfamiliarity with language and culture at the time they were recorded. 

Dual place names

· In Australia we have two place names, one superimposed over the other. The first is the set of place names that Indigenous Australians developed to refer to places. The second set is that introduced by the Europeans. This second set has been systematically recorded and form the majority of official place names of Australia. Aboriginal place names have at times been recorded by Europeans, varying in accuracy of reproduction of sound and meaning.
