1606
Capt Jansz of the Dutch ship Dwyflken made the earliest recorded European contact with Aboriginal people 
1770
Captain Cook claimed Australia for Great Britain under the doctrine of terra nullius
1788
The First Fleet arrived with about 1100 convicts, soldiers and settlers of some 60 different nationalities and ethnic backgrounds  
1838
28 Aboriginal people were massacred by settlers at Myall Creek. The offenders were punished by law
1851
The gold rush began 
1858
Australia’s non-Aboriginal population reached 1 million
1867
All Aboriginal cricket team toured England (Australia’s first overseas sporting tour)
1868
Last convicts transported to Australia arrived in Western Australia
1901
The Commonwealth of Australia was formed by the federation of the six self-governing colonies 
1901
The new Federal Government passed the Immigration Restriction Act, the basis for the ‘white Australia policy’  
1915
Anzacs landed at Gallipoli
1938
Aboriginal people marked 150 years of European occupation with a ‘Day of Mourning and Protest’
1947
First of 170,000 people displaced after the Second World War arrived
1949
The Snowy Mountains Hydro Electric Authority was established
Harold Holt allowed non-European refugees to stay and Japanese war brides to enter Australia, the start of a non-discriminatory immigration policy and the end of the ‘white Australia policy’
1955
Australia’s one millionth post-war immigrant arrived
1965
Charles Perkins led the Freedom Ride in support of Aboriginal rights 
1976
The first “Boat people” arrived from Vietnam 
1967
Constitutional Referendum on Aboriginal Rights was approved by 90% of Australians
1971
Aboriginal people were first counted in an Australian Census
1975
Commonwealth Racial Discrimination Act made racism in Australia unlawful
1980
Channel 0/28 (SBS) began multicultural television transmission in Sydney and Melbourne
1988
Australia celebrated its Bicentenary 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people marched to celebrate their survival
1992
Immigration Detention Centres were established 
1992
High Court decision on Mabo overturned the concept of terra nullius
1993
Native Title Act recognized the land rights of Indigenous Australians who have maintained a continuing connection with their land and waters
1995
Commonwealth Racial Hatred Act passed ensuring that all Australians can live free from racial vilification, intimidation and harassment
1996
High Court decision on Wik confirmed that native title and other rights could coexist
1997
Council for Aboriginal Reconciliation was established 
1999 
Referendum on Australia becoming a republic was held and lost
2000
Corroboree 2000, an estimated 100,000Australians marched in support of Reconciliation
2001
Australia celebrates the centenary of Federation
M. V. Tampa rescues asylum seekers off Christmas Island
2002
Stolen Generations fight for compensation

2003
A group of Vietnamese asylum seekers are the first in two years to land inside the migration zone and are sent to Christmas Island
